Glass installed in your property is 
a very important risk management 
issue for you. 

It is a high-risk issue not because 
glass is inherently dangerous, but 
because any injury sustained from 
an accident with glass that does 
not comply with the Australian 
Standard is likely to lead to a 
substantial financial payout in the 
courts for compensation. 

Many properties throughout the 
community still host incorrectly 
glazed windows and doors, which 
do not meet the current safety 
codes for glass, even though the 
standard was introduced over 25 
years ago. 

Failure to check the glass on your 
premises and upgrade the glass 
where necessary to comply with 
today’s building standard can and 
is being interpreted in the courts 
as a breach of duty of care. 

There have already been cases 
before the courts that resulted in 
tens and hundreds of thousands of 
dollars being awarded to 
successful litigants around 
Australia. 

Our office can arrange at your 
request for a glass company to 
visit your property and report on 
whether the glass is compliant with 
the Australian Standard.

Product Profile – 
No Deposit Loans 
Rising property values have priced 
many first home owners out of the 
market because they are simply 
unable to save a deposit. But 
lenders have recognised the 
situation and created a product to 
suit: no deposit loans. 

 

No deposit loans are available for 
a number of purposes, including 
new and established building, 
owner-occupied, as well as for 
investment.  
 

Lenders base qualification criteria 
on the ability to service a 
mortgage, rather than having the 
savings required to qualify for a 
typical mainstream product. They 
are therefore ideal for first home 
owners.  
  

Requirement typically entails proof 
of Australian residency as well as 
mortgage insurance for loan to 
value rations (LVRs) of over 80%. 
  

No deposit loans can also prove 
useful for property investors 
looking to take advantage of 
leveraging. But there are some 
pitfalls, mainly the possibility of 
negative equity should prices slide 
and you're left owing more than 
what your property is worth.  �
